25th ANNUAL TOWN CHALLENGE

OFFICIAL RULES 2005

1.0
Purpose: The purpose of the Town Challenge rules is to ensure a fair competition for amateur recreational skiers. Team Captains and competitors should comply with the SPIRIT and INTENT of the rules. The purpose of the race series is to have FUN!! Team captains will be held responsible for sportsmanlike conduct from all team members.

2.0
Entry Fees: $100.00 per team. Sponsorship is open to all businesses and organizations. Each additional team with the same sponsor is $55. Entry fees are due by Jan 3rd. Any teams not paid in full by the beginning of the First race may be eliminated from competition. If teams do not have their registration in by January 3rd a 10-second penalty will be applied to the team total for the first race they participate in. 
2.1
Team Sponsors/Captains must submit entry fees, race release forms and registration forms to the Monarch Guest Services Department at least 3 days before the first race. 
2.2
Team Captains Meeting: will be held at 10:00 a.m. on Friday January 6th, 2006, in the downstairs fireplace room. All teams must have a representative at this meeting.

3.0
Race Format: Dual Giant Slalom, one run on each course.

4.0
Team Composition: Six team members per team with at least one member of the opposite sex. Exception, Super Senior, see 4.2
4.1 A skier may race on only one alpine, telemark or snowboard team during the series. A racer may race in alpine,                                                                                                                       telemark and snowboard leagues if s/he desires, but must race using the appropriate equipment (i.e. telemark, alpine, snowboard).

4.2 Super Senior Teams are exempt from rule the opposite sex portion of rule 14.0 and 14.1.  Super Senior teams may have men and women on teams but they must be of appropriate age.
5.0 Location: Freeway Races 1,2,3,6, 7 & 8, Little Mo from “Coaches Knoll” 4th race, Little Mo top to bottom 5thth race.

6.0
Dates: January 6, 13, 20, 27, February 3, 10, 17, 24. Finale and awards will be on Friday February 24th, 2006.  

7.0
Start Times: The race will begin at 10:30 a.m. for telemark, 11:00 a.m. for Masters, 11:30 for “B” League, 12:00 p.m. for Snowboard, 12:30 p.m. for “A” League. Starts are subject to change.  No rabbit runs until after the A league has started. You must complete your 2 runs by 2:00 p.m.  No exceptions. The course will be set by 10:00 for course inspection; any racer failing to make an inspection of the course prior to racing may be disqualified.

8.0
Late for Start: Racer is late for start if s/he does not enter the start position immediately after the preceding racer has departed.

9.0
Start Method: Upon entering the start position the racer must be completely ready to race. The starter will not delay the start signal to allow the racer to make equipment adjustments. Racers must not start more than five seconds before or after the start signal.

10.0
Reruns: May be granted for interference and timing malfunctions. Reruns will NOT be granted for problems with racer equipment or false starts. Racer must exit the course immediately to request a rerun. Racers crossing the finish line will not be granted a rerun.

11.0
Disqualification’s:

11.1
Skiing or Snowboarding through any gate prior to race or while inspecting.  Exception: snowplowing or sideslipping only with the intent to prepare or inspect the course.  Any racer failing to make an inspection of the course prior to the race may be disqualified.
11.2
Improper start. (Rule 9.0)

11.3
Missing a gate.  Failure to go around two poles of one gate.

11.4
Any loss of equipment is an automatic DNF (did not finish). Any competitor falling or skiing off the course that does not get back into the course within 10 seconds will also receive a DNF.

11.5
Purposely interfering with another racer.

11.6
Receiving physical assistance of any kind.

11.7
Failure to cross the finish line on his/her side of the course.

11.8
Unsportsmanlike attitude. The Chief of Course reserves the right to remove any competitor from a team due to unsportsmanlike attitude or conduct.

11.9
Cannot prove that his/her request for a rerun was justified.

11.10
Substitution of a racer not on the original roster is not allowed.

11.11 Telemark skiers making parallel turns around ANY gates will receive a disqualification. See 13.3, 13.4.

11.12 Snowboarding without a leash is grounds for disqualification.

12.0
Protests: Must be submitted in writing to the Chief of Course within 15 minutes of the completion of your particular run, or the actual posting of the particular disqualification. 

13.0
League Classification

13.1
 “A” League teams will be made up of expert skiers who prefer black slopes.

13.2 “B” League Teams will be made up of amateur skiers and/or beginner to advanced skiers who prefer to ski green or blue slopes. Any “B” League racer winning 3 races will be promoted to race in “A” League.  The final individual winners of “B” League will be promoted to “A” League the following season.

13.3 Telemark League will be made up of only Telemark skiers on appropriate equipment and skiers must do a telemark turn around every gate. Parallel turns are subject to disqualification. To start a turn in the Telemark technique and end it as a parallel turn, or vice versa, is not allowed.     

13.4
Definition of the Telemark technique: The inner ski must be the hindmost ski. The distance between the tip of the inner boot and the heel of the outer boot must be at least one boot length, measured in the direction of the ski. The heel of the inner ski must be clearly lifted from the ski through the turn and past the gate. The turns must be linked together in one single, uninterrupted movement from one Telemark turn to the next. This means: as soon as the hindmost foot starts to move forwards, this is the start of a new turn, and the movement must be continued without interruption to a position where the foot is at least one boot length in front of the other foot. 

13.5
Snowboard League will be made up of only snowboarders and they must have retention device to prevent runaway snowboards.   Snowboarding without a leash is grounds for disqualification. 

13.6 The Masters League will be made up of male racers over the age of 50 years, and female racers over the age of 40. 

13.7
Super Seniors league will be made up of any racer, male or female, on any equipment.  All racers must be age 62 and older.   There is not an opposite sex requirement.  (see rule 4.0, 14.1, 14.12)
13.8
There must be a minimum of two teams to make up a league.

13.9
The Race Jury – (consisting of: Race Organizer, Chief of Course, & Team Captain) has the right to bump any competitor to a different league depending on his/her ability.

14.0
Scoring:

14.1
All league team scores will be determined for each race by the combined run times of the THREE fastest on a team. One of these times will include one person from the opposite sex. In the Super Senior league the three fastest times will be used regardless of sex.  Team scores will be by World Cup Points:

There must be a minimum of three racers (2 male-1 female or 2 female-1 male) start to receive a team score.  Exception, Super Senior league must have three races start of any sex to receive a team score.

14.13
A team will receive points in the event they have fewer than three racers finish a race do to DQ’s or DNF’s.  The combined run of the three fastest racers using penalty times (see 14.3) where necessary will determine the team time. 
14.2
In case of a tie at the end of the series for 1st, 2nd or 3rd place in the league, total times for the whole series will be used to break the tie.

14.3 All racers receiving a DQ or DNF will be allotted the slowest time of the race for their respective league/sex with and additional 10 second penalty
14.4 Individual scoring will be based on the World Cup point structure listed above.

14.5 All racers receiving a DQ or DNF will receive 1 Individual World Cup point for participating on the given day. Racers not participating on any given day will receive a score of 0.
15.0
Substitutions: There will be no substitutions. Racers may be added to teams that do not have a full 6 member roster.  After all teams in a league have six members, additional members may be added with the approval by race organizer and all league captains.
15.1
After team rosters are submitted and rosters are full, no changes may be made without the approval of race organizer.

16.0
Results: Will be announced in the Sidewinder Saloon and posted at the Guest Services Desk at approximately 4:00 p.m.  Times are subject to change.
17.0
Awards: 

17.1
Team Trophies will be awarded to the 1st, 2nd and 3rd place teams in each respective league.

17.2
Additional awards will be presented to fastest overall male and female in each league and most improved. 

18.0
Each team member will receive a T-shirt.

19.0
Duties of the Team Captains:

19.1
To act as a single point of contact for his/her team and to make all final decisions regarding the team. To complete Team 
Registration and be sure all members sign a race release.
20.0
Lift Tickets: Will be available at $25 to registered racers and sponsors at the Guest Services desk on race day.

21.0
Practice Courses: We will make every attempt to have a practice course set-up on Friday morning before each race. Competitors may practice until the course is pulled.
